Using SIP look-up tables to determine 

scaled score ranges by grade level

One way for a customer to set scaled score ranges by grade level is by defining ability in terms of achievement towards the items aligned to the standards.  The SIP look-up tables can be used to do this.  As an example, let’s use the South Carolina math SIP table.  For the purposes of this example, we will define “functioning at grade level” as the point where a student has attained 40-60% of the items aligned to the standards.  However, the range should be determined by the customer.  They can make the range as high/low or wide/narrow as they want.  A more conservative district could define it as 75-85%.  Likewise, a less conservative district could define it as only 25-45%.  

Let’s look at the second grade column and find the point where the student has attained 40% of the items aligned to second grade.  The scaled score is 1930.  Now find the point where the student has attained 60% of the items aligned to second grade.  The scaled score is 2110.  This means our range for second grade is 1930 – 2110.  We can use this same process for each grade.  In some cases, the table may not provide the exact scaled score for the minimum and maximum of our range but we can still get an acceptably accurate estimate.  

The following ranges were taken from the South Carolina math SIP table using a range of 40-60%.
